SPP is now recognized as a key tool to drive innovation and sustainable development

— rarely implemented at a broad scale, initiative of an individual department or agency
within the government >> fragmented implementation efforts and results BUT
becoming more widespread in all regions

SPP policies vary widely across national governments

— Mandatory policy frameworks for SPP are typically more effective in driving
implementation (Not initiated by individual ministries, departments or procurers)
— Ministries or agencies involved in the design of SPP policies are predominantly those

associated with environmental, economic and financial affairs.

The scope of SPP is widening to increasingly include multiple sustainability objectives

— Public and private procurers increasingly support the idea that sustainable
procurement is purchasing cover environmental + socio-economic + ethical issues

Countries support the implementation of SPP mainly through capacity-building activities
and integration in management processes, software and tools.

Monitoring continues to be a challenge, but countries are increasingly monitoring
different aspects of SPP.

— more and more countries formalize their policy commitments to SPP, monitoring and
evaluation activities >> quantitative targets around the total value of spending on
sustainable goods and services, benefits for the environment, economy and society

The perception that sustainable products are more expensive and the lack of expertise on

sustainable purchasing remain key barriers to a more extensive implementation of SPP.

— adoption of methodologies based on life-cycle costing will play an important role in
helping to address concerns about costs & more efforts on training and knowledge

sharing

Ecolabels, top-down leadership and the support of international initiatives can help
overcome these barriers and drive the implementation of SPP
— Collaboration >> regional + international level & public sector + private sector

suppliers

Key success factors are related to private sector engagement,
the professionalization of procurement and effective
collaboration among stakeholders.

First global standard for

After four years of development, the first international standard for sustainable procurement was
launched late last week by the International Standards Organisation (ISO).

The first standard of its kind in the world, 1SO 20400 aims to help companies make better

purchasing choices throughout their supply chains by establishing guidelines for companies to

150 20400 boasts 38 participating countries and 14 observing nations, together representing 65
percent of the world's population, 85 percent of global GDP and 73 percent of carbon emissions.

As well as environmental considerations, it also takes account of social and economic
sustainability when judging what sustainable purchasing looks like.

"It is no longer enough for businesses to rely on suppliers to provide them with what they want,
no questions asked," Schramm said. "Organizations benefit greatly from getting to know their
suppliers — understanding what their requirements are as well — to ensure their demands are not
unrealistic and that the suppliers they work with have good, ethical practices.”

Unlike many other 1SO standards, 1SO 20400 is a guidance standard rather than a certification
standard. As such, companies cannot become ISO 20400 certified, and instead the aim is to build
a global consensus around the key terms and expectations for responsible procurement.

IS0 said it will complement the existing SO 260000 standard on social responsibility.
